Paul’s SPACE MOMENT: Orion - located due south in winter sky, near Taurus, Canis Major, Bellatrix, ~45 degrees due south ; Orion the Hunter was chasing the Seven Sisters (The Pleiades), and the gods sent Taurus the Bull after him to deter him. You can actually see the chase across the sky.   Cool stuff in Orion - The Orion Nebula deep sky (telescope necessary), the Horsehead Nebula in Orion’s Belt (furthest left spot), M87 is a reflection nebula in Orion
